STAGING REQUIREMENTS

1. Grand Piano tuned to concert pitch placed stage right (At least 15 ft. from stage front)

(See Stage Plan Page 4)

2. Vocal microphone for pianist.

3. 2 (Two) D.I. boxes placed at piano. (Company have Mini Disk Player)

4. 1 (One) D.I. for Keyboard placed on piano.

5. 1 (One) D.I. Box placed up stage left Guitarist Area.

6. 2 (Two) D.I Boxes placed in the wings stage right for projector

7. 5 (Five) Boom stands. (One for Piano vocal and 3 for instruments, 1 stage Right)  

8. Riser One: Special 5 Position Center Stage (See Stage Plan Page 4)

Piper/Whistle. 8ft X 8ft. 6 inches high. This riser should be at least 15-18 feet from stage front.

Riser Two; Special 6 Position Stage Left (See Stage Plan Page 4)

Guitarist. 4ft X 8ft Height 6 inches. This riser should be at least 15 feet from stage front.

9. 6 monitors required/ 5 separate mixes.

D) Mix 4 Side fills down stage Left and Right.

10. Electricity point at piano for Mini disc Player and Keyboard.

11. The back-cloth of the stage should be a white cyc (If white not available black will do)

12. 1(One) Piano Stool

13. 3(Three) Straight back chairs
14. Headset communication among the following stage personnel will be required: Stage Left and Right, Sound board Operator, Lighting Board Operator, Follow spot Operators and Fly floor.

15. Stage and wings swept and clear of all scenery and debris

FLYING REQUIREMENTS

16. A flying bar needs to be available in front of back cyc to hang our show logo banners.

17. Where available a second fly bar will be needed downstage of the risers (See stage plan) for the video screen.

18. If the House Front Cloth can be flown out we will have it flown rather than drawn to the sides.

LIGHTING REQUIEMENTS

1. Three crew; One operator and Two follow spot.

2. Black or White back drop. Preferably White.

3. If White Cyc is used, then a 2-color cyc wash in red and blue to be available.

4. 6 specials, on areas shown, front and down lit.

5. 4 color stage wash (Red, Blue, Amber and Lavender) in Fresnels or wide Parcans to provide full stage cover from front and back and sides if possible.

6. Where possible 4 - 8 profiles from back bars with break-up gobos on stage floor.

7. Haze machine to be used if available at a low to medium setting.

8. The lighting operator shall program the lighting board under instruction from a production member of the company.

9. A pre- rig of the stage lighting should be done prior to the company load-in.

10.  A full cue sheet will be available 1 week before tour commences.

PRODUCTION OFFICE (Where Available) 

A clean production office for the sole use of the Production Manager and Artist's

Management shall be available from the time of the stage call until the end of the load

out. The office should contain tables and chairs, electrical outlets and Internet and telephone

lines.

HOUSE OPENING AND ANNOUNCEMENTS

Purchaser shall consult with the Production Manager before directing building security to open the house to the public. Purchaser shall at no time direct or take the stage to themselves to make stage announcements prior, during or after the performance, unless announcements have been approved by the Production Manager.

Purchaser to provide separate, clean, private and secure dressing rooms for the following: The dressing rooms must be near hot and cold running water and lavatory facilities.
